Center for STEM Education
We seek to create UHCL Center for the Advancement of STEM Education (UHCL CASE) under the School of Science and Computer Engineering (SCE). Our vision is to serve as the connecting link between STEM faculty members, UHCL STEM programs, School of Education, School of Business, School of Human Science and Humanity, surrounding community colleges, STEM industrial partners, alumni, and government and private organizations to advance and promote STEM education. Center activities include seeking external grants for promoting STEM education through partnership, organizing and coordinating community outreach programs to high school and community college students, organizing academic and industrial STEM mentorship programs, connecting potential STEM candidate students to UHCL STEM faculty members, disseminating STEM education related resources, enhancing STEM scholarship funding, and supporting STEM research.
We believe a broad partnership approach is the best way for successfully attract students to STEM areas and ensure their successes in degree completion, thus providing an increase in high quality STEM professionals.

We seek an initial funding of $150,000 for seeding UHCL-CASE. Long term budget of UHCL-CASE should come from internal UHCL budget, successful external grants (SCE had received more than $1.5 millions STEM grants from NSF and Texas State in the past) and surrounding STEM companies and institutions. The initial seed money will be used for hiring CASE director and staff; preparing external proposals; outreach and liaison programs and the establishment of a mentoring program.
