Introduction: 
This capstone focuses on development and integration of ecommerce modules primary focus will be on extension, payment integration system, product upload component, stress testing, usability and general look and feel.
Project:

The system is based on an existing ecommerce package (ecommercenet) which needs to be customized to meet the following requirements:
· Building an ASP>NET (C#) user interface on the existing database schema to manage the products. This will involve understanding the schema and developing a prototype for the UI.

· Extending the current database schema to support additional product information.
· Integration of a payment system: This will involve initial research on the available payment systems which fit into the scope of the product, example Paypal.

· Uploading the site to a web server and integrating it with SQL Server, the database and the site will be provided to the students.
· Development of a product upload facility based on the specified product attributes.
· Development of informational web pages which will provide context sensitive help to the user.
· Stress testing the site using http://www.opensta.org/ for at least 100 users.
· Usability and browser compatibility testing.
· Students will need to study the existing ecommerce system and understand the entire framework and configuration.
Technologies to be used:
· ASP.NET using C# and VB as the code behind

· Microsoft SQL Server (Stored procedures and User defined  functions)

· XML based technologies

· HTML and CSS style sheets

2. All code will be reviewed, internally by team members.
3. Every member will contribute towards the project and will be evaluated individually,
