User Management

Problem Statement

Background

The TieFlow Workflow Toolkit is a web-based electronic workflow system used to automate manual, form-based processes. Each user has a personalized account that includes a login ID, password, and personal information. The user’s personal information may be stored in an LDAP server or a relational database with the login ID as the primary key. The user’s login ID and password are created and managed by the authentication service, which may be the application server, a JDBC data source, or the server operating system (e.g. Windows). A web page allows administrators to manage the user accounts by allowing them to create new accounts, modify passwords and personal information for each account, and delete accounts.

Problem

Currently, the user management capability in the TieFlow Workflow Toolkit only supports the management of user accounts in the JRun Application Server. The current implementation includes the Java Server Page (JSP) to allow remote management of the user accounts, plus classes to manage the user login ID and password in the JRun application server and the user’s personal information in a relational database. Additional user management classes are needed to implement the management of user accounts using LDAP, a JDBC data source, and the Windows operating system.
